Please realize, your child may not own that social 
concern. It may belong solely to mom and/or dad. 
Children can approach a new social situation with 
positive excitement and charming self-confidence;    
“I am loved and accepted in my everyday world and 
certainly I will find the same thing in this classroom, 
too.”  If  this is the case, you don’t want to squelch it. 
Support this perspective. It’s gold!! 

If it’s not the case, please know that “social literacy” 
is one of our goals here at The Children’s Center. 
Regardless of whether or not there’s a familiar small 
face the first day, there are friends to be made quickly. 
And with each new friend there’s a feeling of pride 
and well being in the child because someone likes 
who he/she is; and each is able to appreciate what the 
other has to offer in a friendship. …. Even at this age.

The 1st Day of 
School this fall is

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1 pkg. white cake mix                                         
1 pkg. (3 oz.) raspberry gelatin                          
1 cup boiling water                                               
1/2 cup cold water 

Prepare cake mix as directed on package. Bake 
in well greased and floured 9 x 13 “ pan at 350 
degrees for 30-35 minutes. Cool 15 minutes; 
then poke with fork at 1/2” intervals. Dissolve 
gelatin in boiling water. Add cold water and 
spoon over cake while still in the pan. Chill 3 to 
4 hours and frost with Cool Whip before 
serving.                                                              
Any flavor gelatin may be used . Cake may be 
baked in 2  9” layer pans (25-30 minutes). Do 
not remove cakes from pans till completely 
cool after 3-4 hours. Then put together and frost 
with Cool Whip.
