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We tried our best to duplicate a rain forest during April, and 
the weather cooperated. ….Did you know that rain is part of a 
“water cycle”? When rain falls down, it goes back up again. 
It’s called evaporation. When it goes back up, it makes 
clouds. Then pretty soon it rains all over again. That’s called 
a “cycle”! ….We learned about frogs, snakes, toucans, sloths 
(or slobs, as one child called them!), and the interesting 
bromeliad, a plant with a big center filled with water that is 
large enough for a frog to live in! ….and there’s a snake 
called an anaconda. Do you know how long an anaconda is? 
Made out of paper towel tubes connected together, it took one 
class all 16 children to carry this snake outside to the 
playground! Children made smaller snakes from paper plates. 
Just keep cutting round and round; then uncoil the plate when 
you’re done. Those snakes hung from ceiling vines in the 
classroom after they were colored with oil pastels and water 
colors! Some gave them the name, “BOA” …… There are 
also red-eyed frogs with orange toes and blue body streaks, 
bright colored birds, parrots, macaws, toucans, and monkeys 
too! We had them swinging from a Kapok tree!  The words 
“exotic” and “endangered” were new words that described 
rain forest animals. ….. Coffee, tea, cinnamon and sugar 
come from the rain forest. Coffee felt a lot like sand in the 
sand and water table, “but sand doesn’t smell”. One class 
used those four materials to make a collage; then also tried to 
name them using only the nose to guess each item, because 
each was in a sealed container. Coffee was something 
children easily identified! … smells like home! And we can’t 
forget bananas and chocolate too. That rain forest might be a 
fun place to live!? … not to mention the presence of a couple  
Easter bunnies here and there. We heard the story of Easter 
and played it out in Godly Play. It’s not the easiest story for 
us to understand. How could there have been guys who didn’t 
like Jesus???? After Easter,  Jesus sure surprised people in a 
lot of different places. He even cooked breakfast on the beach 
for his friends who were out fishing!!
